DESCRIPTION:  This project will provide for the construction of an ADA compliant surface 
parking lot on the south/west corner of Ramona Street and Garfield Avenue that will serve as a 
parking lot for City employees visiting the Civic Center area, specifically those with ADA placards, 
City vehicles, and Official City Business placards.

JUSTIFICATION:  City employees visiting the Civic Center for City business currently park at 
parking meters in the area immediately surrounding City Hall. This prevents citizens and visitors to 
City Hall and the Hale Building from finding convenient parking and also denies the City parking 
meter revenue.
