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Vision 

The West Gateway is the western entrance to 
the City from the intersection of the 134 and 
710 Freeways, and is home to important 
institutions, such as the Norton Simon Museum 
and the Ambassador Auditorium. The vision for 
the West Gateway is to support these and other 
institutional uses through improved 
streetscapes with lush landscaping that provide 
pedestrian linkages to the Central District. 

 

Policies 
The following policies are unique to this community area. 

South Orange Grove Landscaping. Preserve, replace and enhance gardens and foliage landscaping along South 
Orange Grove Boulevard.  
Linkages to Old Town Pasadena. Establish and maintain pedestrian walkways that provide access to Old 
Pasadena that encourage people to move freely between the two areas.
