This application is a request for review and approval to locate Wi-Fi equipment on the City of Pasadena

street lights located on Colorado Blvd.

BACKGROUND

AT&T is working to improve its wireless network with the City Hot Zone Project that proposes to install
several Wi-Fi hot spots in high traffic areas. Old Pasadena was selected since it is an area with high
traffic including high foot traffic where people like to go and hang out working on their computers,
tablets and phones. Adding the proposed Wi-Fi Hot Spots will offload data traffic from the traditional
AT&T 3G cellular network and improve this service. Initially this was intended for AT&T customers, but
after discussion with the City of Pasadena where the City offered the use of City assets, AT&T now
intends to use City street lights to locate the hot spots and provide free Wi-Fi to the general public in
this area.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
